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A special Address Detecton mode is available for use
when multple recelvers share the same transmission
line, such as in RS-485 systems_ Address detection is
enabled by setting the ADDEN bit of the RCSTA
register

Address dstection requires S-bit character reception
When address detection is enabled, only characters
with the ninth data bit set will be transferred to the
recsive FIFO bufer, thereby setting the RCIF interrupt
bit. Al ther characters wil be ignored.

Upon receiving an address character, user software
determines if the address matches its own. Upon
address match, user software must disable address
detection by clearing the ADDEN bit before the next
Stop bit occurs. When user software detects the end of
the message, determined by the message protocol
used, software places the receiver back nto the
Address Detection mode by setting the ADDEN bit.
